The Council is your locally elected Council at the first tier of
local government. Meetings are open to the public and are

Notices of meetings and agendas are published on the Parish
Council Noticeboard near the bus shelter together with
minutes, which can also be viewed at www.toft.org.uk. Among
other things, the Council considers local planning applications
for the planning authority, the South Cambridgeshire District
Counci | ; provides the | ocal
litter bins, dog waste bins and the bus shelter; arranges for
local verge cutting on behalf of the Cambridgeshire County
Council and works with that authority to ensure the
maintenance of local footpaths.

The next meeting of the Council is
February. All Welcome.

Monday 5th

The PC met on 8th Jan 2018. It was a particularly long
meeting and several significant issues were discussed. The
PC needs to comply with a new set of regulations relating to
data protection, the General Data Protection Regulation
2017, as well as a new code of practice named the
Transparency Code. The two pieces of legislation require
that the PC manages all personal information carefully and
also that all information used in making any decisions is
available for scrutiny by residents. The GDPR comes into
force in May but the PC needs to put the right policies and
procedures in place to ensure compliance before then,
including the appointment of a Data Protection Officer
(DPO). The PC decided to make the Clerk our DPO. The PC
also agreed to become members of LCPAS (Local Council
Public Advisory Service). As previously reported, the
Ladybird Swing/Rocker on the Recreation Ground has been

damaged. The PC considered replacement costs and the
excess charge on the PC's insurance and decided to make
an insurance claim to get the swing replaced.

The PC had previously decided on a new bank account
which paid interest for some of its funds. Unfortunately the
account chosen is no longer available and it was agreed that
the Clerk would review the available accounts again.

Another ongoing complex project is the registration of the
allotment land. It was agreed that the PC would progress
with the registration. This will cost around £1,000 but the PC
considered that firstly, there was little choice but to progress
it, particularly for the long term, and secondly, that the cost
was reasonable compared to other quotations the PC has
received.

The PC is to obtain quotes for the grass cutting contract in
the village. At the meeting the existing contract was
considered and some minor changes were made to improve
the regime and the communication from the contractor.

Comberton PC has written a letter of complaint to SCDC
regarding the allocation of s106 monies from the Bennell
Farm development. In particular Comberton PC was
disappointed that it did not receive the amount that it
redtiésted for b Rew Pakiltb? Whereas Md'cBllege Lidreckile'
its full requested amount. Toft PC is supporting the complaint
and also objecting to the fact that its own application was not
answered and only a small amount of the funding it
requested has been secured. There is funding for
improvements to Toft Recreation Ground and to the People's
Hall.

the Local Development Plan at the next meeting after
Councillors have had an opportunity to review them.

The PC decided not to participate in a new initiative from the
SCDC called the Cleaner Communities Pilot Scheme. It was
noted that the PC may borrow litter picking equipment from
the SCDC should it decide to carry out some litter picking.

The PC reviewed the 2017/18 budget forecast and set the
2018/19 budget. The PC considered the finances to be in a
healthy state and was able to agree that the precept for the
coming year be maintained at this year's rate.

A planning application was considered and supported. It was
noted that a planning application for reserved matters for
Bennell Farm is now on the SCDC website. It was agreed
that this would be discussed at the next PC meeting. A
request for an extension of the date for responses is to be
made.

It was noted that the defibrillator was now installed and that
training will be carried out in January. Please refer to the
published minutes of the meeting for the definitive outcomes.
