Resolved to recommend that SCDC rejected application.  Concerns were raised about the proposed multiple uses of the building in the very close vicinity of residential properties and their gardens. The Council was mindful of local employment but worries were expressed about increased heavy traffic and noise.   It was felt that these issues were not properly addressed by the application, and that local residents may lose the quiet enjoyment of their properties during the working week, and first part of the weekend.  It was hoped that if this application goes to Planning Committee these environmental matters would be fully explored.
