Toft PC resolved to recommend approval to SCDC with the following comments:
 
 (a)  Privacy is an issue in so far as the two windows in Conference room 3 & the windows at the top of the stairwell on the west side of the building will overlook the living room of the immediate neighbour.  It is suggested this might be overcome by obscuring the glazing of these windows to prevent overview.   

(b) No comments on the proposed change of internal door to a window to the photography room.
